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n the 61° chapter of the book of the prophet Isaiah we read,

“For as the soil makes the sprout come up and a garden
causes seeds to grow, so the Sovereign Lord will make righteous-
ness and praise spring up before all nations.”

At this time of the year our thoughts begin to turn to the
beauty of Spring, new beginnings, and the restoration of the

land. We think of the flowers,
the reawakening of the trees as
they begin to bud and grow, and
we see the way in which the
earth begins to change as it
comes alive again after being
dormant for the Winter season.
Of course, we here in Southern
California do not see these
changes as dramatically as other
parts of the country do; but,
none the less, it does happen
here as well.

But what do you think it
means for us as Christians when
we read this passage? In my
mind it means we are trusting
that with God everything is
possible. Also, it means that in
our lives God makes all things
new just as in Spring we see the
fruits of God’s blessing on the
earth coming to life once again.
We also believe that God’s
blessings will bring honor and

goodness to those who know
and love Him. Since we
recently celebrated Holy Week
and we were once again
witnesses to the crucifixion,
death, and resurrection of our
Lord Jesus Christ I believe it is
good for us to remember that
God is the one who sustains us
and renews us in every aspect of
our lives.

Is that not what we just
observed in Jesus resurrection?
It was the restoring power of
almighty God at work. It is that
same restoring power of a God
who is stronger than any nation
in this world which is at work in
our own lives as well. We
worship God. We give Him
thanks for all that He has done
for us. We give Him praise for
the good fertile soil he makes of
our lives, for the seeds of faith,
love, and mercy he plants in our
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hearts.

So in this time of renewal,
rebirth, and new beginnings |
pray that as a Chris-
tian if your walk with

God is not sprouting N\

forth and blossoming
into the kind of rela-

his is a portion of an article that came from the STEWARDSHIP

OF LIFe InsTiTUTE at Gettysburg Seminary. It speaks to being not
only stewards of finances, but also being stewards of God’s crea-
tion as we move beyond Lent into the Easter season.

Lent comes to a crescendo in
the events of Holy Week. As a
result, Palm Sunday, Maundy
Thursday, Good Friday, Easter,
and the Resurrection of Our
Lord provided a time for all of
us to reflect on what is really
important and of what we are
really stewards.

And it comes down to this:
We as the inheritors and stew-
ards of God’s creation are
called to be a part of worldly
affairs, to reconcile and save
humanity, and all of creation.
We are also stewards of a bold
message: that through the unas-
suming person of Jesus of
Nazareth, a rabbi from a no
account backwater of the
Ancient Near East, God’s
fullness dwelled and announced
the Good News for all people.

But God had and has the last
word, when Jesus Christ rose
from the dead and declared
God'’s victory.

Today we are called to de-
clare God’s victory anew, and

that’s the point, stewards. All
the ministries we work so hard
to keep financially afloat—the
churches we have built with
bricks, the communities we have
formed, the Christian service
agencies we have created - all
these ministries have but one
objective: To declare God'’s vic-
tory and bear witness before a
world that still can be hostile to
the Good News, which still con-
tradicts the agenda of countries
and corporations, and even
some religious institutions.

So as we pass through this
Easter season, dear stewards, let
us take stock and remember that
when we return to scrutinizing
the balance sheets and the atten-
dance records of our church fi-
nances, we are primarily stew-
ards of something more precious
and sacred. The world may re-
ject us, but God is with us and
will have the last word. That
indeed, my friends, is the Good
News.

Amen to that Eden stewards. =
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Thank you, Ladies Book Clubbers, for
your time and work providing refreshments
after Melinda’s service.
