f you have been with us in worship lately you may have
noticed that we have once again begun to let you know what
the offering plate giving was for the previous week.

The Stewardship Team, with the Church Council’s approval,
decided that they felt the congregation should know where we

are as a congregation in regard
to our finances. Coming soon
on the Rethinking Stewardship
board in the narthex there will be
additional cumulative budget/
income information.

What we have begun to do
now is to list the amount of un-
designated weekly giving
needed to make our offering
plate budget of $179,000 which
was approved by you, the con-
gregation. The amount needed
to meet this goal is $3,442 per
week.

In addition, you will notice
that also listed is the actual
amount which we have received
on a weekly basis.
