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a seminary and with costs for 
students to attend it is becoming 
more of a challenge for all these 
days.   

The reason I am mentioning 
this is that I was rather surprised 
to see that, at Gettysburg, the 
incoming class of students from 
2015 on the ordained track 
(those who will become pastors) 
numbered only 15.  Only 15!  

My thought was: how 
do we maintain our 
clergy numbers when 
we are looking at a 
seminary with only 15 
people a year who are 
sensing Godôs call to 

become ordained pastors in the 
ELCAðwhich, by the way, has 
over 9,000 churches?  ñThe har-
vest is plentiful, but the workers 
are few.ò  

As you all know these days 
there are many people in our 
society who describe themselves 
as óspiritual but not religiousô.  
Even though that is true it does 
not mean that they are not any 

less in need materially nor are 
they any less in need of spiritual 
guidance from time to time.  
There are many people who 
come into our church office to 
get food cards who do not go to 
church; nonetheless, they do 
need some help to get by in the 
world.   

When I was in Colorado I 
heard that in their community 
61% of the people were un-
churched; although, they had a 
great number of homeless and 
others who relied on the church-
es in the area for assistance in 
one form or another.  ñThe har-
vest is plentiful, but the workers 
are few.ò 

How do we - the workers - 
spread the Good News of Jesus 
Christ into a world where the 
harvest is so plentiful?  What 
can we do to let Godôs light and 
goodness shine through into a 
community which is in such 
need of help - not only spiritual-
ly but materially as well?  This 
can be a daunting task to be 
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sure.   

But here we are - armed with 
the cross of Jesus Christ know-
ing that where we go God goes 
also.  Knowing that even though 
the workers are few - we are 
never alone.  Even though we 
have an ongoing stream of those 
him himwho are in need - God is 
with us.  Of that we can be sure.   

So there we have it.\
